Is the Global Course equivalent to an
international school?

No, it is not. It is not classified as a school of any kind. This Global
Course is a part of a standard private junior high school
curriculum recognized under Article 1 of the Japanese School
Education Law. Therefore, upon completion, students will be
qualified to graduate from Luther Junior High School.

Is it possible to advance to a Japanese
high school after graduating from the
Global Course?

Yes. The goal of this course is for students to acquire the English
language skills necessary to enter not only Japanese high schools,
but also international high schools and IBDP (International
Baccalaureate Diploma Program) in other countries

Is Japanese language ability required
to enroll in the Global Course?

Yes. While the course is designed to help students enhance their
English skills and communication, subjects like social studies and
science are taught in primarily Japanese. Therefore, a certain level
of Japanese comprehension is necessary. In the future, we hope
to offer classes in English in other subjects, such as mathematics,
physical education, music, etc. For students who need assistance
in Japanese, English-speaking assistants will support students.
